There are actually some pretty detailed resources on the Internet 

about mobile spotter safety. I was able to pick up some points from 

the web and added some thoughts that I used to include in the handout 

I provided to our spotters.

Mobile Skywarn Weather Spotter Safety

1. Mobile Skywarn weather spotters are responsible for their own 

personal safety and for the safety of their vehicles. Be especially 

cautious at night.

2. Do not drive into flooded areas or areas where power lines, tree 

limbs, or other debris are in the roadway.

3. Obey all traffic laws. Honor all public safety road blocks and 

traffic directions. Unless we are asked by the EMA Director to go 

into a damaged area to provide communications or to assess damage, 

stay out of the area.

4. Make sure your vehicle is mechanically sound and that you have a 

full tank of fuel.

5. Always be aware of your surroundings and have an escape route planned.

6. If possible, take a partner with you to help watch for storm 

features and road hazards.

7. Mobile spotters are advised to go to a fixed location where they 

can stop and observe the weather while stationary. Attempting to 

follow a moving storm system, also known as storm chasing, is not 

recommended or endorsed by EMA or the National Weather Service.

8. If you need to stop along the road, park well off the roadway. 

Turn on your hazard (four-way) flashers. Make sure you park in an 

area where you won't get stuck.

9. Maintain contact with Net Control. Advise Net Control of your 

location and advise them when you change location.

10. Remember that our mission is to report storm features (heavy 

rain, flooding, high winds, wind damage, hail, wall clouds, funnel 

clouds, or tornadoes) that we personally observe.
